ABSTRACT

problem to learn it. This research_aims to-find various problems faced in English
learning of SMK Negeri 4 Pinrang. Then the problem will be analyzed and then try to
find a solution to overcome.it in the future.

The research wasconducted in SMK"Negeri 4 Pinrang. The population of this
research were the students at the eleventh grade of SMK. Negeri 4 Pinrang and the
sample consist 30 students by using random sampling tehnique. This research is a
qualitative research using data collection techniques in the form of observation, and
interviews.
